Carolyn Stewart called the meeting to order and welcomed Council members.  
Professional Development Program IE Outline

The 2003/2004 Professional Development Program IE Outline and the evaluation results from “Reality Sessions”, Professional Development Day, and the Adjunct Faculty Orientation were distributed to Council members for review prior to the meeting.  The Council discussed evaluation results and the IE Outline.  Feedback from Professional Development Day on October 28, 2004 was positive.  A large number of respondents requested that more sessions be held, particularly in areas related to intermediate and advanced technology.  Feedback from the August 13, 2003, “Reality Sessions,” and the Adjunct Faculty Orientation were positive as well.  
Feedback received from these events will be used in planning the fall faculty/staff meeting, Professional Development Day in February 2005, and the Professional Development Master Plan.  Council members provided the following suggestions for future faculty/staff training sessions.

· Campus Cruiser – August 11
· Wireless Network Information - February
· SACS reaffirmation/QEP – August 11
Based on participant feedback about the sign-in process for the professional development sessions, Council members suggested using sign-in cards placed on desks rather than one sheet that everyone must sign. The sign- in sheet resulted in lines and unnecessary delays in beginning the sessions.
These recommendations will be shared with Dr. Dobbins and the Council of Academic and Student Affairs for planning.

Professional Development Web Page/Guide Booklet
Council members reviewed the Professional Development Web Page for updates (www.yorktech.com/pdc) and made suggestions and corrections.  Debra Bailey will make the suggested changes and add a date of review to the web site. Council members suggested that the list of project summaries, current IE outlines, and Council minutes be added to the web site
Dr. Stewart stated that staff representatives will rotate off in fall 2004 and that outgoing members are requested to attend the first meeting to assist with new member orientation.  Council members recommended the following persons as new staff representatives: Kimberly Herndon, Development Office; Freda Shrake, Student Services/Administrative Support; Maggie East,  Maintenance; and Melissa Granacher or Rhonda McCole, Administrative Staff. Dr. Stewart will forward to the Executive Committee the Council’s recommendations for new staff representatives.  
Professional Development Day

Feedback from the 2003 Professional Development Day will be used in planning training activities for the February 17, 2005, Professional Development Day. Based on this feedback the focus should be on using technology, campus cruiser, and the new wireless network. Council members noted that the scheduled professional development day is the Thursday before SCTEA and many faculty/staff may be traveling to the SCTEA meeting. There are two faculty workdays on December 16 and 17 which could also be used for development activities. One member suggested scheduling short development sessions during the activity periods when faculty do not have classes.  Dr. Stewart will discuss scheduling with Dr. Dobbins.
Professional Development Master Plan

The Council discussed plans for the 2004/2005 Professional Development Master Plan.  Dr. Stewart requested Council members send a list of professional development offerings from their areas to Ms. Bailey by July 23, 2004.  The areas include human resources, educational technology, student services, grants, and library. The offerings should include the title of the program, a brief description, dates and times, and contact person for information and registration.
