Carolyn Stewart called the meeting to order and welcomed Council members.  

Dr. Stewart discussed the status of the professional development budget for 2003-2004.  Grant money in the amount of $2,000 is available for Return to Industry proposals.  Marc Tarplee will work with Louise Rhyne on developing Return to Industry projects.  

Dr. Stewart reported a clarification that the pink copy of travel authorization forms should not be sent to the Maintenance Department unless the person is requesting a rental vehicle or college maintained vehicle. All travel authorizations should be approved by the supervisor and Dean or Vice President prior to travel. If no vehicle is requested, the individual should keep all copies of the approved travel authorization on file until the activity is completed and he/she submits the form to accounting for reimbursement.

There were 26 proposals submitted for the spring 2004 cycle.  Council members grouped into teams to read and rate the proposals using the Reader Evaluation Form.  Following the reading of proposals, each proposal was discussed and rated as acceptable, provisional, or unacceptable based on the criteria for evaluation.  Council members are to get additional information on provisional proposals for discussion at the next meeting.

The next meeting will be held on Friday, March 12, at 2:30 p.m. to clarify provisional proposals, determine funding priorities, and finalize recommendations for funding.
