Carolyn Stewart called the meeting to order and welcomed Council members.  The minutes from October 19, 2007, were approved.
Dr. Stewart reported on her meeting with Dr. Rutherford.  Dr. Rutherford commended efforts that resulted in several Return to Industry projects.   Dr. Rutherford approved all priority one proposals recommended by the Council.  It was also determined that the Council fund some of the new Return to University projects at the rate of one course per semester, instead of  the maximum rate of two courses per semester, so that more individuals could participate in the professional development process.  
Dr. Stewart asked division deans and associate vice presidents to make recommendations for funding priority two proposals prior to meeting with Dr. Rutherford.    Dr. Rutherford agreed with their recommendations, and asked that the Council fund eleven additional priority two projects.  Sixty-three projects were funded.  Three proposals relating to online campus seminars were combined.  Fifteen priority two proposals were not funded due to budget constraints. Some of these proposals can be funded through grant resources
Project Award Letters, Travel Authorization Forms, Reimbursement Agreements, and regret letters were given to division deans and associate vice presidents to personally distribute.
A new spreadsheet which captures data from the Professional Development workshops was presented.  The information entered on this spreadsheet shows the title and date of the workshop, the number of attendees, the number of participants who responded to the survey, the link to the survey results, and the suggestions for future professional development workshops.  It was determined that workshop survey results should only be available to those who need survey data, such as the Office of Institutional Effectiveness.  The Professional Development Council will use the information for planning future workshops.
Topics for Professional Development Days, December 18, 2007, and February 21, 2008, were discussed.  The Council recommended that topics related to Human Resources and safety be presented on December 18. Edwina Roseboro-Barnes will coordinate plans with Robby Brown, chair of the Safety Committee.
The meeting adjourned at 4:30 p.m.
