Carolyn Stewart called the meeting to order and welcomed Council members.  

Dr. Stewart expressed her appreciation to the members who are rotating off the Council this fall: Barbara McManus, Rachelle Rogers, Jeff Wade, and Bettye Webb.  She thanked them for their dedicated service to York Technical College and the Professional Development Council. 

Dr. Stewart welcomed the new representatives to the Professional Development Council: Maggie East, Kimberly Herndon, Julie O’Dell, and Frieda Shrake.  

The Professional Development Program IE Outline was forwarded via email to Council members to review prior to the meeting and was approved as distributed. 
Dr. Stewart discussed the status of the Professional Development Budget for 2004-2005.  The budget has increased to $140,000.  Louise Rhyne will follow up to see if there is money available through the Perkins grant.  

There were 64 proposals submitted for the fall 2004 cycle. Council members grouped into teams to read and rate the proposals using the Reader Evaluation Form.  Following the reading of proposals, each proposal was discussed and rated as acceptable, provisional, or unacceptable based on the criteria for evaluation.  Council members are to collect additional information on provisional proposals for discussion at the next meeting.

Dr. Stewart informed Council members that with the exception of follow-up needed to clarify provisional proposals, Council members should not discuss the proposals outside of the PDC meetings until the review process is completed.  In addition, Council members should maintain confidentiality regarding Council discussions of individual proposals.

The next meeting will be held on Wednesday, October 13, at 2:00 p.m. in A-110 to clarify provisional proposals, determine funding priorities, and finalize recommendations for funding.
