Recruiting and Retention

Mr. Avampato reported Telecommunications Certificate has two students, Computer Systems and Repair has six students, and Biomedical Equipment has zero. Out of the six students in Computer System and Repair four students are in development courses.  The purpose for generating these certificates was to service as a recruiting tool for the Electronics and Computer Engineering Technology fields.

Mr. Vinson asked would any of these certificates apply to recent graduates.  Mr. Avampato stated it is great for college graduates.   Mr. Morency suggested the Continuing Education do some filtering for the certificate programs since we were referring students to them.  

College Transfer  

Mr. Avampato stated we have Engineering Transfer Program with USC and Clemson University.  This program enrolled six students at the beginning of the semester and only two remain in the program.  These courses are taught at the four-year level.  We are using the same course guidelines and textbooks.  

Cisco Regional Academy
Mr. Sanderlin reported that York Technical College has become a Regional Networking Academy Training Center.  We have five school participating: Northwestern, Rock Hill, Fort Mill, Clover and Floyd D. Johnson Vocational Center, which offer Cisco Certified Network Associate (CCNA) courses in a four semester series.  Students in their junior and senior year of high school can participate in the four-semester program and upon completion take certification exam to get the CCNA.  Entering the job market making $40 to $50 thousand per year as networking.  

Beginning Spring the four course series will be offered to the public.  

York Tech is also an authorized Testing Center.   All of the Microsoft Series, A+, Network plus along with Cisco certification can be taken here on campus. ?

The first course, Cisco Internetworking Concepts, is basic networking fundamentals.  On the first day of registration, November 13, within the first two-hours the first section was filled.  The second day of registration another section was open and now it’s filled.    There are 12 students per class based on the number routers, and workstation.

Mr. Sanderlin will receive additional training this summer for phrases three and four.

Mr. Vinson stated viewing the advertisement apparently this a great demand.  Mr. Sanderlin replied estimated there are 800,000 jobs worldwide in the Internet support.

Mr. Morency suggested a report on retention be submitted at the next meeting.
