STATEMENT OF IMPACT
Industrial Electricity/Electronics:
EEM 215 (DC/AC Machines) was developed in an alternative delivery format. The material was reproduced on CD-ROMs and offered to students of EEM 215 during the 1st minimester of the spring 2004 term. Two students volunteered to take EEM 215 in the alternative format. Both students were dropped from the course prior to mid-term due to their lack of participation and completion of assignments by scheduled deadlines. We plan to again offer EEM 215 in the alternative format as an option during the 1st minimester of the spring 2005 term.

Development of EEM 145 (Control Circuits) is approximately 80% complete. This course uses an extensive amount of animation and video and as a result, has consumed a huge amount of development time. We will continue to develop material for this course so that we can offer EEM 145 as an alternative format option to our students.


Industrial Maintenance: 

IMT 163 (Problem Solving for Mechanical Applications) has been developed in an alternative delivery format. One student is presently using the course. The student is progressing nicely and shows every indication of satisfactorily completing the course. We will continue to offer IMT 163 in an alternative format option to the traditional format.

EGT 123 (Industrial Print Reading) is being developed in an alternative delivery format and is approximately 50% complete. The conversion is currently in a “hold” state as we are awaiting a desk copy of the newest edition of the textbook that is used for this course. The new edition includes a PowerPoint CD, which may satisfy our requirements for an alternative format. If the PowerPoint is satisfactory, there will no longer be a need to develop the course material in-house. If the PowerPoint is unsatisfactory, we will complete the development of our own material.


Welding:
Due to the welding instructor’s unfamiliarity with PowerPoint and FrontPage, material has not been developed for any welding courses. The welding instructor has been meeting with other Industrial Maintenance Department instructors to become familiar with and learn how to design and develop course material using PowerPoint and FrontPage. Templates have been developed to facilitate the development process, but a lack of time and expertise has slowed the process. We continue to develop our resources in this area and work toward the completion of a welding course in an alternative delivery format.
