Thank you for considering York Technical College as you explore your educational options.  This booklet 

has been created to provide you with a listing of the various programs and courses that we offer, the 
minimum length of time that it takes to complete them, and where to find additional information. 

 

The programs are listed according to what are known as “Career Clusters,” or groupings of careers that 

have common characteristics.  You may notice that some of our programs are listed in more than one 
career cluster.  This overlap is not uncommon among most careers. 

 

York Technical College offers both credit programs and continuing education courses.  The difference 
between them is explained below: 

 

Credit Programs:  Each credit program consists of several classes that combine to give you a 
certificate, diploma or degree in a particular major, or main subject area.  You would need to take the 

York Technical College COMPASS placement test or submit SAT or ACT scores for admission into 

a credit program.   

 
Credit classes are scheduled on a semester basis.  Fall and spring semesters run for approximately 16 

weeks each, while summer sessions run for approximately 10 weeks.  Some credit classes are 

scheduled as mini-semester classes, which are completed in one-half of a semester or session.
